 Despite the Canterbury economy experiencing a unique period of growth, Tabak is concerned that low unemployment, and elevated rebuild activity could be suppressing buyer demand. Businesses with excellent scale and profitability are now coming to market. However in recent months buyer demand appears to have softened, particularly from non-Canterbury buyers. 

Why? Increasing costs associated with relocation to Christchurch? Concerns around staff acquisition and retention? Belief that Canterbury is in a short-term “bubble” economy? Whilst each business category and market is different, Tabak agree with both CDC and Peter Townsend of the CECC who suggests that the increase in economic activity is only just beginning; and will be sustained for many years to come.

 

Baby Boomers
 For years surveys have shown that the average age of business owners is increasing; and nearly half the owners surveyed in a recent ANZ survey suggest they would like to sell their business within the next five years. The GFC and Canterbury EQ’s suppressed vendor activity, but this seems to be changing, and Tabak is actively working with a number of excellent businesses and preparing them for sale.
